RLST 125 - Race and Religion in Hollywood Film

This course critically examines how Blacks, Latinos/as, and Matve Americans have been depicted
and soctally constucted in Hollywood-distributed films over the past cenmury. We start by explorning
screemwTiting and critical theories about film race, relipion, gender, and social change and then
how Hollywood has served as a wehicle for both afirming racial-ethmic stereotypes and’or
challenging and resisting them in their desire to rewtite the visual namative of American history.
We analyze and interpret how Slm can function s a vehicle for racial, religious, political, zender,
and social commentary, conscientization, profest, and reconciliation. After brefly examming film
stmacture and screenwriting, the course analyzes the intersection of race and relizion via leaders,
waditions, motifs, and senmsibilities in gemres such as: Sciemce Fiction (Avatar), Action-
