Often, these sessions are called "whiteboard
interviews," as applicants are expected to solve coding problems on a
whiteboard while explaining their thought process.

We will be working
through problems from LeetCode, CodeWars and other coding practice
platforms. Our primary language will be Python, but we are open to
working in other languages as well.
